Participant Eligibility

A Participant must:

a. for new construction projects, be a Builder/Developer (a
commercial entity that constructs new commercial buildings or
industrial facilities for the purpose of resale) or Owner (the person
who holds registered title to the Premises) of the premises in
which the Products are installed (the “Premises”)
